Application to tender for new Joint ABCD-DUK-JDRF National CSII/CGMS audit.

Applications are sought for a Diabetes Centre or University research departments to tender to host a new national audit of CSII therapy.

Introduction

Continuous insulin infusion or pump therapy offers improvement in glycaemic control, with reduced incidence of hypoglycaemia and improved quality of life for a proportion of people with type 1 diabetes.
The recent NDIS-CSII audit shows that provision of insulin pump therapy in England is patchy, and there are few centres which are providing more than 25 pump starts per year, or who offer appropriate dedicated ongoing follow up
. However this data was incomplete. Further data is required on the numbers or standards of CSII/CGMS therapy in the UK, so that insulin pump therapy can be provided more appropriately 

The Project

To meet these needs, this project, proposed by Dr Rowan Hillson, National Clinical Director for Diabetes
  and funded by the ABCD, DiabetesUK and JDRF and supported by NICE. INPUT will survey diabetes centres in the UK, to establish basic data on numbers and type of insulin pump starts and follow up, and availability and use of CGMS. The project will also investigate how services are provided, compared to proposed national standards. These national standards for insulin pump centres will be used as a spur to further expansion of pump services, and to assist purchasers of health care identify appropriate providers. 

The project is supervised by a steering group, with representative of all the key stakeholders in CSII treatment with reporting through the steering group to the funding organizations.

Funding for up to £55,000. is available to a centre to cover the cost of the project which is expected to last for 1 year to commence in summer/autumn 2011. Funding will be made directly to successful centre to cover costs of employment and other costs of the audit, which will contract to conduct and complete the audit. 

Successful centre will need to work closely with the steering committee to establish details of the audit, to work closely with NDIS, ABCD, DUK and JDRF, and work with Diabetes leads in England, Scotland, Northern Ireland and Wales.

Essential criteria for selection of centre to conduct the audit are

1. To have an existing large CSII service, typically with between 30-50 new pump starts per year.

2. To have senior medical staff with audit or research experience to mentor research fellow.
3. To have office space and IT support for research fellow.

4. To have access to R and D department to support ethical committee submissions.

Applications should include Name or Names of senior medical staff who will mentor research fellow, confirmation of office space, IT and R and D support. Evidence of previous research or audit in this field. An outline of how the audit will be conducted, timelines and costing should be included, along with how paediatric service data will be collected.
